Event Breakdown: (based off National HOSA guidelines)
e Competitor’s MUST present a photo ID or proof of identity when checking in to their
competitive event. A clear picture of a photo ID is acceptable. If a student does not
bring a photo ID, the student's advisor may be asked to report to the event manager or

HOSA Headquarters and verify the student's identity.

There is NO TALLO upload requirement for this event.

All teams will take the Round One written test at the conference. This is NOT an online
test and is NOT an open note/book test. The time and location will be listed in your
regional conference program.

e The Round One test will NOT be used as a qualifier for Round Two. ALL teams will
advance to the second round at the regional level. Round Two will be seeded according
to the team's test scores in Round One.

® Assoon as all competitors finish the written tests, HOSA staff will immediately run the
scores and create the Round Two bracket. The bracket will be delivered to the room
where Round Two will take place.

e For Round Two, please report to the room at the time listed in the conference program.
Event manager(s) will check competitors in.

e Teams will follow the Round Two- Buzzer Competition process listed in the event
guidelines (pages 3-4).

® Because this is a team event, competitors MUST compete in-person with the
maximum/minimum number of members listed in the guidelines. No more, no less.

e Competitor rubrics are confidential and will not be shared with students after
competition. Any feedback judges wish to give students will be written on a “Judge
Feedback Card” and given to the HOSA advisor following the awards ceremony.

e Absolutely NO spectators are not allowed to watch presentations. The only authorized
personnel in the competitive event room are judges, event manager(s), HOSA staff and
the competitor/team.

Dress Code:

As Future Health Professionals, HOSA members should present themselves in a professional
manner. Competitors shall wear official HOSA uniform or proper business attire for judge
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presentations. Bonus points will NOT be awarded, but event managers will make note if
competitors are NOT in proper dress which could result in overall point deduction.

General Regional Conference Reminders:

o Michigan HOSA members can compete in only ONE competitive event. At the State and
International levels, they can compete in their competitive event and as many
Recognition events they want.

e Teams MUST compete with the number listed in the event guidelines. No more, no less.
If it is a two person team event, you must compete with two people. If the student
cannot find a last minute replacement, we will allow them to participate in another
event at Regionals, such as a knowledge test.
